FROM FLIPPANTLY funky urban wear to
Islamic chic and Middle Eastern-
inspired elegant evening and bridal
gowns, a group of Arab-American
designers unveiled new fashion and
jewelry lines that challenge Arab
stereotypes and reflect the spirit of a
community with a foot in two worlds.

The designs were distinctly differ-
ent than those offered by established
and award-winning Arab-American
designers, such as Joseph Abboud,
whose men’s designs feature a
Mediterranean palate with a clean,
masculine cut, or Reem Acra, known
for her unique bridal designs.

Muslim women, 18-year-old Najina
Kasim, a Lebanese-American New York-
er, unveiled a line of clothes featuring
colorful hijabs and matching, loose
shirts covering the tight jeans with
which they were paired.

Najina Kasim, who designed fashions
for modern, religiously observant Mus-
lim women, says, “There are so many
Muslim women who, when they go
shopping, can’t find anything appro-
priate and trendy. The clothes are
either too revealing or too dull. I want-
ed to change that and give Muslim
women a look they could be proud of.”
